STEWARDSHIP REFLECTION 
 

I n today’s Gospel, Jesus tells a parable of a 
master who leaves on a journey, and  

entrusts three of His servants with his  
money while he’s gone. When he returns to 
find that two servants have wisely invested 
his money, he is very pleased and offers 
them a greater share in his riches, while the 
one man who did nothing with what he’d 
been given is thrown outside “where there 
will be wailing and grinding of teeth.” He is  
punished in an extreme way. 
 This is clearly another parable about 
the Parousia (the second coming of the Lord 
at the end of time). The Lord has entrusted 
us with much here and now, and when He returns, or when we are brought to 
Him upon our death, He expects that we will have used what He has given us 
wisely. 
 All that we have – our time, our talents, and our treasure – comes by 
way of gift from Him. And, so, as stewards we are to care for it as such – to 
recognize it as gift and to use it for His greater glory. What each of us has 
been given is different, just like the three servants in today’s Gospel, so He 
does not expect us to “measure up” to our neighbor, per se. Rather, He ex-
pects us to use our gifts to the best of our ability in His service – to take care 
of our responsibilities (ourselves and our families) and then to reach out in 
service to others (at the parish level and beyond).

REFLEXION DOMINICAL  
 

En el Evangelio de hoy, Jesús dice una parábola del amo que 
sale en un viaje, y confía a tres de sus sirvientes su dinero  
mientras se iba de viaje. Cuando regresó encontró que dos de 
sus sirvientes habían invertido sabiamente su dinero, él muy 
complacido les ofrece una participación más grande en su  
riqueza, mientras que el hombre que no hizo nada con lo que 
se le había dado fue echado afuera "donde allí rechinarán y 
molerán los dientes". Es castigado en una manera extrema.  
 

Esta es claramente otra parábola acerca de la parusía (el  
segundo advenimiento del Señor a fines de los tiempos). El  
Señor nos ha confiado bastante aquí y  ahora, y cuando  
regrese, o cuando seamos presentados ante El a la hora de 
nuestra muerte, espera que habremos utilizado lo que nos ha 
confiado sabiamente.
